INTRODUCTORY COURSES

HISTORY 1100.1 SURVEY OF U.S HISTORY TO 1865.
This courseisasurvey of the socia history of the United States
from pre-Contact to the Civil War. This course will focus on
how people lived and worked as well as how society effected --
and was affected by -- political and economic change. Therole
of religion in society will also be akey theme of the course.
Foecia emphasis will be placed upon the role of
underrepresented groups (women, African Americans, Native
Americans, immigrants) and their contribution to the history of
the United Sates. Exams and papers: Two exams and one find
exam. Readings: Textbook, one autobiography, and one book
of scholarly essays. Professor: W. King; 11:00-11:50 MW

HISTORY 1100.2. SURVEY OF U.S. HISTORY TO 1865.
Thisisasurvey of the socia higtory of the United States from
pre-Contact to the Civil War. This course will focus on how
people lived and worked as well as how society effectedN and
was affected by Bpolitical and economic change. The role of
religion in society will also be a key theme of the course. Specia
emphasis will be placed upon the role of underrepresented
groups (women, African Americans, Native Americans,
immigrants) and their contribution to the history of the United
Sates. Exams and papers: Two exams and one fina exam.
Readings: Textbook, one autobiography, and one book of
scholarly essay. Professor: M. Morris; 11:00-11:50 TR

HISTORY 1100.3. SURVEY OF AMERICAN HISTORY
TO 1865.This course examines the early years of the history of
the U.S, from its origins in the early colonid period to the Civil
War. Lecture topics include the shaping of American society and
culture in the colonial era, the causes and conseguences of the
American Revolution, the origins of the Congtitution and the
American politica party system, the impact of the market
revolution, and the controversy over Southern davery which
divided the new nation and nearly destroyed it in Civil War.
Although the course focuses on cultura developments, these are
grounded in an understanding of the economic, social, and
political changes which shaped early America. Exams and
papers: One midterm exam, one find, and three shorter written
exercises. Readings: Onerequired textbook, plus assorted
primary documents. Professor: A. Bdl; 9:30-10:20 TR

HISTORY 1200.1 SURVEY OF AMERICAN HISTORY
SIN CE 1865. This course will examine the main themes of
American higtory from 1865, the end of the Civil War, to the
present (or, as closeto the present as time permits). The course
will focus on the economic, the social and culturd, and,
especialy, the politica and foreign-policy developments that
have shaped the America that we know (or think we know)
today. Lecture topics will trace the transformation of the United
Sates from an insular republic into an imperia power, and will
examine the changes in the domestic socid and politica (that is,
the power) relationships and arrangements that have
accompanied that transformationEbes well asthe effects of
American foreign policies on the peoples of other countries.
Exams and papers: Two overall examinations (each worth 30%
of the course grade), plus graded assignments in the discussion
sections (worth 40% of the course grade. Readings: To be
announced.

HISTORY 1200.1 SURVEY OF AMERICAN HISTORY
SINCE 1865. This course is the second half of atwo-semester
survey of U.S history. Through secondary and primary source
readings, lectures and films, the course will examine the socid,
economic, cultural, and political history of the United Sates
from the Era of Reconstruction to the present. During these
years, the United States recovered from bitter internal conflict,
experienced the pains of industridization and became a
dominant world power. Exams and papers: Mid-term,
non-comprehensivefinal and aresearch paper. Readings: To
be determined.

HISTORY 1200.3. SURVEY OF AMERICAN HISTORY
SIN CE 1865. This course is the second hdf of atwo-semester
survey of U.S history. Through secondary and primary source
readings, lectures and films, the course will examine the socid,
economic, cultural, and political history of the United Sates
from the Era of Reconstruction to the present. During these
years, the United States recovered from bitter internal conflict,
experienced the pains of industridization and became a
dominant world power.

AMERICAN HISTORY COURSES

HISTORY 1410. AFRICAN-AMERICAN HISTORY.
(Same as Black Sudies 1410). Surveys the African-American
experience from West African background to the present.
Examines African-Americans; historic and continuing struggle
for recia justice. Analyzes historic and continuing diversity
within the African-American community. Exams and papers.
Quizzes, midterm and fina exam.

HISTORY 2004.2. TOPICS. MISSOURI IN THE CIVIL
WAR ERA. Writing I ntensive. This sophomore-level research
seminar has severd basic goals. Most obvioudly this courseis
designed to introduce history majorsto the experience of doing
original research early in their undergraduate career. Asapart of
this overarching god, students will learn arange of research
techniques, including the use of on-line digitd resources and the
more conventional archival resources and print sources available
here a the Sate Higtorical Society, the Western Higtorical
Collection, and Ellis Library. Students will aso learn proper
paper form and analytical presentation. Finaly, students will
develop some understanding of social history methodologies and
historiographica lines of argument..

HISTORY 2220. AMERICA IN THE 19603

(Same as Peace Sudies 2220). Examinesthe political and
cultura main currents of the 1960s. Emphasizes the challenges
mounted by protesters and dissidents and the responses of
America@political leadership to the ferment of the period.
Exams and papers: Grade isbased on two exams and one
paper. Readings: A text and supplementary paperbacks,
including both historical studies and contemporary works.

HISTORY 2230. WALT DISNEY AND AMERICAN
CULTURE. Exams and papers: Grade is based on two exams
and one paper. Readings: A text and supplementary
paperbacks, including both historical studies and contemporary
works. Professor: S Watts; 8:00-9:15 TR

HISTORY 2420. CON SPIRACY THEORIESIN U.S
HI1STORY: From the Salem witch trids to the present-day
obsessions with the JFK assassination, UFOs, and the like,
Americans have often embraced conspiracy theoriesto explain
mysterious events and wrenching socia changes. The primary
objective of the courseisto help students ded more intelligently
with the conspiratoria fears and political paranoiathat pervade
modern American culture, by placing them in abroad historical
context. Prerequisite: sophomore standing or instructor®
consent. Graded on A/ F basis only. Exams and papers. TBA.

HISTORY 3200. BLACK FREEDOM MOVEMENT, 1955-
1973. This Writing | ntensive course examines the transformation
of the struggle for Black equality from a Civil Rights Movement
to a Black Power Movement. Mgor themes include the extent to
which the quality of lifeimproved for African-Americans, the
changing meaning of Blackness, the prospects and limits of
Black politica and economic power, and the conflict between
grategies for integration and self-determination. Exams and
papers: Mid-term, final and aresearch paper. Readings: To be
determined. Professor: C. Anderson; 11:00-11:50 MWF

HISTORY 4004.1 TOPICS HISTORY AND POPULAR
CULTURE. This Writing | ntensive discussion-based course
amsto help students become better-informed and more critical
consumers of popular culture by situating a selection of
important American works and genres within the higtorical
context of their cregtion, and in the history of American culture.
Foecific works studies will be drawn from awide variety of
mediaand episodicdly span the whole of American history from
the colonial period to the present. Exams and papers: Mid-
term, final and aresearch paper. Readings: To be determined.

HISTORY 4030. HISTORY OF THE OLD SOUTH. A
study of the antebellum South from the emergence asa distinct
section during the colonid period until the Civil War. An
examination of davery will be centrd to the enquiry; cultura
and regiona diversity will also be an important theme. The
course will explore socia, politicdl, intellectual, and economic
topics as it moves toward the coming of the great sectional and
national tragedy in United Sates higory. Exams and papers:

research paper. In addition, graduate students will be required to
lead discussion of supplementary texts. Readings: A basic
textbook and several supplementary texts.

EUROPEAN, ASIAN, AFRICAN, AND
LATIN AMERICA HISTORY COURSES

HISTORY 1004.1 MODERN SOUTH ASIA. Thiscourseis
the second half of atwo-semester survey of South Asian history.
The course begins with the Mughd Period (A.D. 1526) and
continues up through Partition (1947) with a brief examination
of Pogt-Partition Pakistan, India, and Bangadesh. Emphasis will
be placed on cultural and socia history, religion, literature,
communaism, imperialism and empire. Sudentswill develop a
basic knowledge and vocabulary necessary to pursue additional
South Asian courses. Exams and papers: Two exams, reading
quizzes, map quizzes, fina exam. Readings: Keay, Inda: A
Higay, Sngh, Sahni, Manto, Menxiesd Madness Readings
from Bladkboard. Professor: M. Bednar; 8:00-9:15 TR

HISTORY 1510. HISTORY OF MODERN EUROPE.
European higtory from the French Revolution to the present.
The course will concentrate on the development of political life
and the strugdles it entailed, the changes in socid structure and
their importance for forms of association and collective action,
and the transformation of the economy and its implications for
people@ everyday lives. Exams and Papers: Two midterm
exams and one final. Two short papers based on the readings.
The honors section is Writing | ntensive with different
requirements. Readings: A textbook, and an on-line source-
book. (Different readings in the Writing | ntensive section).
Professor: J Sperber; 10:00-10:50 MW. The Honors Section
meets 10:00-10:50F

HISTORY 1520. THE ANCIENT WORLD.

I ntroductory survey of northwestern Eurasia (esp. Near Eadt,
Greece, and Rome) from the late Bronze Age to ca 350 C.E.
Somethemes (e.g., date-building and failed ates, law, warfare,
exigentia questions) run through the entire course; others (e.g.,
animism, Judaism, Chrigtianity) aretreated asthey arise
chronologically. Emphasiswill be placed on analyses of
foundational texts and of related archaeological evidence.
Exams and papers: Quizzes, short papers, final examination.
Readings: B. Nagle, TheAndet Wald, 6 edition (2006);
Internet websites; and handouts.

HISTORY 1610. RUSSIAIN MODERN TIMES.

(Same as Peace Sudies 1610). An introductory survey course
which anadyzesthe transformation of Russian society from the
late-nineteenth through the twentieth centuries. Topics will
include Russia on the eve of revolution, the Russian revolutions
of 1905 and 1917, the rise and rule of Sdin, thefal of the
Soviet system, and reform in the Soviet Union and Russiasince
Gorbachev. Exams and papers: One midterm, one 5-7 page
paper, final. Readings: Textbook, plus other sourcesto be
determined. Professor: C. Brancovan; 12:30-1:45 TR

HISTORY 1800. HISTORY OF MODERN AFRICA.
(Same as Black Sudies 1800). This course provides a genera
survey of Sub-Saharan Africafrom 1800 to the present. Topics
include: state formation, the dave trade, colonialism,
nationalism, nationd liberation, and the problems of
independent Africa. Exams and papers: Quizzes, a midterm,
and afind. Readings: A textbook and novels. Professor: A.
Ibrahim; 200-3:15 TR

HISTORY 1850. LATIN AMERICA SINCE

INDEPEN DEN CE. Surveys the higtoricd development of
Latin Americafrom the end of the Wars of | ndependence (1825)
to the present day. Emphasis will be on modernization and
changein the 20th century, especially on movementsthat have
sought to bresk traditional economic and socid patterns. Other
themes will include the incorporation of Latin Americainto the
world capitdigt system, the rise of nationdism, and the
persistence of dictatorship. In general, we will be asking the basic
question: Why did Latin America develop in such profoundly
different ways from the U.S?Format: lectures and discussion.
Exams and papers: To be determined. Readings: To be
announced. Professor: R. Smale; 9:30-10:45 TR

HISTORY 2004.1 TOPICS STATE AND SOCIETY IN
LATE IMPERIAL RUSSI A, 1825-1914. This course examines
the higtory of Imperial (Tsarist) Russiafrom the apogee of
absolute monarchy under Nicholas| to the eve of World Wer |
and the collapse of the Russian monarchy under Nicholas||. It
asks whether we are dedling with the surviva of an dd regmegtate
into late 19 century Europe and whether such aregime was
capable of modernization and reform to secureits survivd. It
aso highlights the crucia dilemma facing the Russian autocracy:
how to reconcile order and change without undermining the
political status quo. The course pays specid attention to the
scope and character of monarchic power, the intitutional
machinery and the social compromises through which that
power was exercised, and to reformist attemptsto impose
limitations upon it. Finaly, it considersif the alternating cycles
of reform and reaction during this period can berelated to a
mismatch between atraditionally overdeveloped state and a
correspondingly underdeveloped society and whether a
QeconciliationObetween state and society in this context was
possible in order to avoid aviolent revolution. Exams and
papers: To be determined. Readings: To be announced.

HISTORY 3510. THE ANCIENT GREEK WORLD: This
course deals with Greek history from the mid-eighth century BC
(the archaic period) to the end of the fifth century (the Colden
ageOof classical Athens). Aswell as political and military
matters, some socid and economic aspects of Greek society will
be considered in order to trace continuities and developments.
Topics will incdlude: the rise of Athenian democracy; the Godd
man outOstate of Jarta; Athenian imperialism in the fifth
century; Women; Savery; and Law. Exams and papers: onein-
classtest (30%), one take-home exam (40%), one paper (30%).
Readings: Aristotle, TheA thenian Candtitution (Penguin Classics),

HISTORY 3540. CON TEMPORARY EUROPE. Contrasts
the period 1914-1945, when European society was convulsed by
tota way, revolution, and fascigt dictatorship, with developments
in the postwar world. Themes emphasized include the socid and
cultura impact of war on European men and women, political
struggles in the age of mass politics, the search for stability,
national identity, and mass migration. Exams and papers: Two
papers, amidterm, and afinal exam. Readings: Sx books,
including novels, memoirs, histories, and first-person accounts
exploring the experience of modern warfare, fascism, emigration
and life after communism.

HISTORY 3600. THE LATER MIDDLE AGES. The
course covers Europe from about the mid-11th until the 15t
century. We will see European society recovering from along
period of externa invasion, disintegrating politica authority and
declining population, all the while maintaining a sense of shared
historical traditions, acommon learned language, and an
increasingly unified religious tradition. This period saw the birth
of major ingtitutions such as representative assemblies,
centralized monarchies, civic governments and worker® guilds,
universities, and religious orders. A major part of the course will
entail the critical examination of primary sources as we seek to
understand how European cultura and political identity
developed during these centuries. Exams and papers. To be
determined. Readings: To be determined. Professor: L.
Huneycutt; 1:00-1:50 MWF

HISTORY 361L IRELAND, 1850-1923. This course examines
the higtory of Ireland from the Great Famine of 1845-52to the
Irish Revolution and Civil War of 1916-23 that partitioned the
idand into the politically independent Irish Free Sate and the
British-controlled Northern Irdland. After afew weeks surveying
Irish higtory prior to 1850, specific lecture and reading topics will
include the economy, society, and culture of Post-Famine
Ireland, the politica and revolutionary campaigns for Irish self-
government, and the British and Unionist opposition to that
goa. Examsand papers:One midterm exam (50%) and one
final exam (50%), plus an optional research paper for sudents
who wish to reduce the impact of the two examsto 33% each.
Readings: Four to five books required.

HISTORY 3860. HISTORY OF MEXICO.. Exams and
papers To be announced.

HISTORY 4004.2. RUSSIAN SOCIAL & POLITICAL
THOUGHT 1762-1905. This course is a systematic survey of
Russian intellectud history from Catherine the Greet and
Enlightened Absolutism to Lenin and the emergence of
Leninism as arevolutionary doctrine. Including anaysis of some
primary sources, it amsto achieve a detailed understanding of
the major trends in the development and evolution of Russian
social and political thought, conscious of the direct link to

Russian higtory during this period, of the fact that dmogt all
social and political idess held by Russian thinkers in the 18 and
19 centuries originated in the West, and dso of the influence
direct and indirect- of Russian ideas on the way people lived and
thought in the 20t century. Exams and papers: To be
determined. Readings: To be determined.

HISTORY 4004.4. TOPIC. THE COLD WAR IN
GLOBAL PERSPECTIVE. Thiscourse will examine the Cold
War as agoba phenomenon. It will consder the ways in which
the Cold War shaped by the states that fell into its orbit as well
asitsimpact upon ther societies, politics, cultures, and
economies. While appropriate attention will be paid to the
United Sates and the Soviet Union, our primary focus will be on
those that lived in their spheres of influence. Topicsto be
studied will include: therole of Europe in the outbreak of the
Col War, the imposition of Soviet rule in East-Centra Europe,
North Koreaand the outbresk of the Korean War, intellectuas
and the Col Wer, the Cold War, and the end of the Cold Wer.
Exams and papers: To be determined. Readings: To be
determined. Professor: M. Thompson; 12:30-1:45 TR

HISTORY 4004.5. TOPICS. INDIAN ARMY AS
COLONIAL ARMY. Present-day nations deploy military
forces acrossthe globe. Such deployment, however, is arecent
phenomenon. This course examines how the Indian Army acted
asacolonial army in the British Empire, deploying in Africa, the
Boxer Rebdllion, and the World Warsin Europe. Thefocusis
on both therole the Indian Army played in these campaigns as
well asthe Indian perceptions of these campaigns and their place
in the British Empire. The course also examines Britain®
changing views of the Indian Army and its soldiers after the
Mutiny of 1857 and through martia race ideology. Exams and
papers: Two exams and aresearch paper. Readings: To be
determined. Professor: M. Bednar; 11:00-12:15 TR

HISTORY 4004.7. TOPIC. WARS OF NATIONAL
LIBERATION AND EUOPEGRETREAT FROM
EMPIRE. A seminar in internationa history exploring the
sruggles for nationa independence in France, Britain and
Holland® empiresin Africaand Asia. This course will examine
the emergence and progress of national independence
movements from the Second World War to 1962. 1t will, in
turn, explore the diplomatic, military, economic and cultural
srategies employed by European states to maintain their
empires in response to this challenge. The impact of this
sruggle upon the Cold War and internationa politics will be
considered, as well asits ramificationsfor the society, politics
and culture of both the imperial powers and their former
possessions. Topicsto be studied include: the First Vietnam
War, the Malayan Emergency, the Indonesian Revolution, and
the Algerian War. Exams and papers: To be determined.

HISTORY 4500. PHILIP 11, ALEXANDER THE GREAT,
AND MACEDONIAN IMPERIALISM. Concentrates on
the higtory and politics of Greece and Macedoniafrom 359 to
323 BC, focusing on relations between Athens and Kings Philip
I and Alexander the great dong with the exploits of Alexander
himself. Athenian domestic policy will also be studied, and
specid attention will be paid to Demosthenes and his policy of
opposition to Macedonia. Various controversies which arise
from this period will be considered, including: the identity of the
skeletal remains in the royal Macedonian tombs a Vergina
(Philip I1 or not?), Alexander@beief in his own divinity; the
Qunity of mankind,Oand the Greek atitude to Macedonian rule.
Exams and papers: Threetests during the semester (60%) and
one paper (40%). No fina examination. Graduate students may
also take this courseOwords in addition to the abovetests.

Mgor themes: Germanic mass immigrations,
incursions of steppes horsemen; Urbs Rama® change from
imperid capita to holy city; foundation of ONew Rome;ORoman
conflictsin the Middle Eagt; post-Biblical Judaism; rise of
Chrigtian orthodoxy and heterodoxies, dawn of Idam. Exams
and papers: Quizzes, short papers, find examination.

HISTORY 4620. MODERN ENGLAND. Thislecture and
discussion course examines the socia, economic, cultura, and
political forces which transformed Britain from a il largely
traditiona, aristocratic, and mercantile society in 1688 into the
world@first fully modern, industrial capitalist society by 1885.
We will begin by examining the unique balance between
traditional order and socid and economic dynamism which
characterized the 18th century in Britain, which was severely
disturbed during the period after 1790, and finally ended after
the congtitutiona reforms of 1832. We will then consider the
dynamics of the industrial revolution which began in specific
regions and industries in the late 28th century and which spread
after 1832 to transform English society as a whole. Exams and
papers: Two take-home papers and afinal exam.

HISTORY 4970. THE EMPIRE WRITESBACK:
POSTCOLONIALISM. Thiscourse isdesigned to introduce
sudentsto the theory and practice of post-colonialism. The
theory has been critical of European colonialism of the 19 and
20th centuries for being acultura misson that undermined other
cultures. This course will discuss the specific concepts developed
by the postcolonial scholarsto decolonize the mind of the
colonized; an activity commonly nicknamed Qhe empire writes
back.Olt will also identify the major theoreticians of post-
colonialism, highlight its approach to the study of the legacy of
imperialism, and discuss the divergent currents at work within
the method. Exams and papers: A term paper evolving from
